County Councillor's Report

Oxfordshire County Council is now rated ‘good’ overall.  The Council’s 


Corporate Assessment (CPA which gives local authorities an overall rating 

of either ‘excellent’, ‘good’, ‘fair’ , ‘weak’ or ‘poor’.  Since its last CPA in 


December 2002, the council has made many improvements in its key 


services, as well as much strengthened corporate leadership and capacity.

District Councillor's Report


Councillor Malcolm Leonard advised:

He had attended the planning committee where the planning application 


for the letting units at the Crown at Playhatch was being decided.  Despite 

Malcolm’s backing of the parish council’s decision to decline the 



application, it had been approved.

He had requested at SODC level a re-drafting of boundaries with regard to 

the SEERA proposals, which would exclude the South Oxon part of the west 

corridor.  He also requested the changes include the Benson Airfield in to 

the boundary for Oxford.  SODC has taken this suggestion up.

Binfield Heath and Shiplake had still not received the last edition of 


Outlook magazine.  However, the summer edition is due out by 1st June 


2005.

SODC ‘s waste recycling needs to reach the target of 29%.  From June, there 

will be a separate vehicle to collect green waste.  Green waste will be 


collected in paper sacks which are available to buy for 65p.  Collection of 


sacks will need to be requested and a freephone number is provided.  If 


people require extra general recycling capacity, extra green bins are 


available free of charge.
