It will need to be 


ascertained whether the original deeds are required for this.

Bruce put forward a further option for consideration.  That being a gate 


further back allowing entry onto the unused plots.  This would require 


permission from the Phillimore Estate.

If permission is granted from the estate, then clerk to arrange a site visit 


from OCC Highways regarding viability.
