Proposed Northern Extension of Caversham Quarry
Concerns were expressed over traffic problems; the need to get extracted material to and 
from plant.  Suggestions put forward by Lafarge were an overhead conveyor or a 



tunnel.   It was suggested by the meeting that this 3 year plan may be a lead into a 

much longer term proposal.  Mr Jensen was concerned over the loss of the landscape and should remain as a water meadow.  Since no planning application has 



yet been submitted it was agreed not to make an official reaction, however, it was 



suggested and agreed that the Sonning Eye Action Group act on the proposal 



initially.  Chairman to speak to Sonning Eye Action Group to voice our concerns.
