Vice-Chairman advised that Mr Woodward had heard from OCC that Penny Pond was not in their ownership.  Phillimore Estates had confirmed that it was not in their ownership at least not that they were aware.  Mr Woodward to pursue.  Lord Phillimore offered the Estate’s permission to carry out the work should it turn out to be on their land.  Regarding the Flowing Spring, Lord Phillimore is in favour of the work but would like to see the proposals first.



Bund proposed for Henley Road, Playhatch

Clerk set up meeting with Mr Woodward and Inspector Robinson from the Travellers Unit in Oxford.  The meeting took place on Wednesday 11th June.  

Several areas around the parish were identified as being potential sites for travellers.  Inspector Robinson will draw up some plans/proposals and come back to us.  Mr Woodward to pursue.

Clerk investigated feasibility of constructing road humps (suggestion 

submitted by Martin Hiscox).  A conversation with Brian Short suggested it would be very unlikely to get the go ahead for this project.  Firstly, any road humps can only be considered where there is sufficient street lighting.  He pointed out the noise element involved in vehicles slowing approaching and gear change when moving off again.  Also ground vibration is a factor to be considered; it does no harm to structures but residents would be aware of it.

A survey of the road would nee to be carried out and a proper public consultation of the residents and businesses.  The timescale would be 6 months to get to Transport Implementation Meeting and several months from the meeting to carry out the assessments required.  Mr Woodward to report to Mr Hiscox on the council’s findings.
